∗ ADGA RULES SHALL GOVERN if they do not conflict with rules of CA Dept. of 

Food & Agriculture. 
∗ Goats from scrapie non-compliant flocks or animals that are scrapie positive or scrapie 

suspects will not be accepted at the Fair.  All goats require individual identification: 
registration papers with matching tattoos, APHIS ear tags, approved premises ID 
tattoos, flock certification ear tags or tattoos, or other method approved by the CA Dept 
of Food & Agriculture.  Phone USDA, 877-741-3690.  

∗ Mark both division number and class number on each entry.  Fill out a separate entry 
blank for each show.  

∗ For group classes, except Get of Sire, all animals must be owned by exhibitor and 
entered as individuals.  

∗ All animals must be ear tagged or tattooed prior to arrival at Fair.  
∗ Please allow for a minimum of 3 adult goats per pen. No companion animals.

1   PREPARATION OF EXHIBIT: Adequate, clean, bright bedding.  Animals attractively 

spaced in pens.  Decorations neat and attractive.  Appropriate signs.  Well-chosen color 
scheme, background, tack boxes, etc. 

2    APPEARANCE & ATTITUDE OF EXHIBITORS: Knowledgeable, courteous, 
friendly and able to answer questions about goats or exhibit.  Clothes & person neat, 
clean and appropriate. 

3    CARE OF EXHIBIT: Goats clean, clipped (before show), feet trimmed.  Aisles neat & 
clean.  Attractive, organized feeders/feed equipment.  All equipment clean and neatly 
stored when not in use.
