• Registration numbers not to be used as flock numbers.  Flock numbers & breeder’s 
initials, name or association prefix shall be on commercially used tags attached to or 
tattooed in ear for yearlings & lambs bred by exhibitor. 

• Lambs must show lamb’s teeth.  Docked tail must be able to be lifted from the exterior. 
• Sheep from scrapie non-compliant flocks or animals that are scrapie positive or scrapie 

suspects will not be accepted at the Fair.  All sheep require individual identification, 
either registration papers with tattoo, APHIS ear tags, approved premises tattoos or flock 
certification ear tags or tattoos. 

• We reserve the right to combine classes if there are less than 20 entries per division. 
• Out of area exhibitors contact superintendent for early arrival.
